PROGRAMS OF ECOLOGICAL AND NATURALISTIC WORK IMPLEMENTED IN
THE OUT-OF-SCHOOL EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Analyzing the programs of ecological and naturalistic work (ENW)
implemented in the out-of-school education institutions (OEI) of Ukraine, we can
conclude that their content was influenced by socio-political, socio-economic
and educational factors.

In the post-war period, in connection with the difficult socio-economic
situation in the country, local education management bodies did not pay enough
attention to the programs and methodological provision of ENW in the OEI The
primary tasks at that time were to restore the network of schools and attract
student youth to study in them. Methodological provision of ENW in the regions
was carried out at an insufficient level. This period is characterized by the
absence of printed copies of methodological manuals and recommendations on
the organization of extracurricular activities.

Changes in approaches to the content of education were finally approved
after the adoption in 1959 by the Verkhovna Rada of the Ukrainian SSR of the
law “On strengthening the connection between school and life and on the further
development of the system of public education in the Ukrainian SSR”, which
defined the course for polytechnization, strengthening the connection of school
with production, combining education with productive work. The latter initiated
the work on introducing new subjects to the curricula, changing the curricula,
which would contribute to the involvement of students in work at enterprises,
collective farms, educational and research areas, and in school workshops. And
taking into account the fact that the content of ENW was oriented towards
school programs, all the above-mentioned changes were significantly reflected
in the content and forms of ENW in the OEIL

Especially significant changes occurred in the content of school biology
programs after the October Plenum of the Central Committee of the CPSU in 1964.
Such areas of biological science as the foundations of classical genetics, molecular
biology, and Darwin’s theory of the evolution of the organic world, which had been
prohibited during the entire period of the “Lysenkivshchyna”, were restored. And
taking into account the fact that extracurricular ENW is inseparable from the
general laws of the development and functioning of school biological education, the
content of the educational programs of the science circles was changed accordingly.
In 1978, significant corrections were made to the existing school biology
curriculum. They related to raising the scientific level of teaching biology, reducing
complex and supplementary material, developing students’ skills of independent
replenishment of knowledge, instilling in them responsibility for nature
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conservation, strengthening the ideological and political potential of classes and
their polytechnic orientation. It is natural that the adoption of new programs in
biology changed the content of the programs of naturalistic circles in the OEls in
terms of developing new approaches to ecological education, problem-based
learning, wide use of interdisciplinary connections, polytechnic orientation.

The first methodologically based educational programs for leaders of
ecological and naturalistic circles appeared in the late 70’s and early 80’s. The
programs were recommended by the Ministry of Education of the USSR, and
later by the Ministry of Education of the Ukrainian SSR.

After the Verkhovna Rada of the Ukrainian SSR promulgated the
Declaration on the State Sovereignty of the Republic, the Law of the Ukrainian
SSR “On Education”, there was a need to ensure a high-quality new level of
education, to review approaches to its organization and content in the context of
a radical renewal of society. At this request, the Decision of the Board of the
Ministry of National Education of the Ukrainian SSR dated June 19, 1991
adopted the Program for the Development of National Education of the
Ukrainian SSR for the transitional period (1991-1995). In the program, attention
was drawn to formalism in the activities of the OEls, uniformity and
reproducibility in the choice of forms and methods of working with pupils,
attention was drawn to the fact that the programs and methodological
provisions were insufficiently scientifically based. To implement the specified
program, taking into account the age and individual characteristics of the pupils,
teachers of the OEI, working according to the programs recommended by the
Ministry of Education and Culture, made certain changes in the distribution of
the academic hours for the study of individual topics and sections, in the content
they changed the ratio of theoretical and practical parts.

Thus, in the 1990’s, in addition to the educational programs recommended
by the Ministry of Education and Culture, teachers began to use author’s
educational programs approved at the regional level. Later, in order to
implement the Plan of Priority Actions of the State National Program
“Education”, the national “Ukrainian Contest of author’s programs,
methodological recommendations, educational and methodological manuals on
the problems of extracurricular education” was announced.

In order to improve the forms and methods of ENW, to stimulate
pedagogical workers to creative search, from 2014 to the present, the Ministry
of Education and Culture of Ukraine has been holding the national “Ukrainian
Contest of Manuscripts of Educational Literature for the Out-of-School Education
Institutions of the Education System” and “Ukrainian Contest of Scientific and
Methodological Developments and Virtual Resources on Ecological and
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Naturalistic Direction of the Out-of-School Education”, where the best author’s
educational programs are evaluated.

Therefore, during the time of independent Ukraine, the content, forms and
methods of ENW are being modernized due to the creation of author’s regional
educational programs, methodological recommendations and didactic materials.
With the beginning of the coronavirus pandemic and with the maintenance of
martial law in the country, the modernization of approved and development of
new curricula for out-school education, adapted to the conditions of distance
and blended learning, continues.
